
 
Vinification: The grapes for this wine was hand picked and 
sorted prior to fermentation. After an extended fermentation the 
pomace was then gently removed and pressed prior to aging in  
oak barrels. The oak barrels were made up of 25% New French, 
American, Hungarian Oak and 75% Neutral Oak barrels. 
   
Tasting Notes:  This wine should be a standard on your dinner 
table. It possesses bright fruit mild acidity and an elegant finish 
that makes it a very food friendly wine that is reasonably priced.  
We believe that the Incredible Red is an everyday wine, that will 
age nicely for the next couple of years.
